After presenting some vocabulary the work
on it should be continued through various effective activities. Vocabulary practice
activities and games can contain the following: discussions, role-play, using
vocabulary in written tasks, exercises on word formation, fill in gaps in sentences,
finding synonyms and antonyms, matching words to other ones, matching-picture
activities, word spider, memory maps, and vocabulary games.

These activities can help students to remember new vocabulary. We can
suggest a very effective word list for learners: Word, pronunciation, translation,
grammar, collocations, and examples.
